TENDER 4 – FERRYSIDE AND LLANSAINT PUBLIC CHRISTMAS LIGHTS
November 2024
TENDERS are invited for dressing and testing Christmas lights on the approx. 16-foot Christmas trees in Llansaint and Ferryside in mid-November 2024. Also, to test the Christmas lights around the Car Park in Ferryside. 
1. The Christmas tree lights must be dressed on the 16-foot trees (approx.) and the lights must be tested for safety and certified in mid-November to be switched on by the Council at the end of November. 
2. The lights around the Car Park in Ferryside would also need to be tested for safety and certified in mid-November.
3. The timers on all the lights should also be tested and times set as agreed with the Clerk. 

4. Any problems / safety concerns with the lights must be reported to the Clerk immediately.
5. The lights on the trees must be removed for storage in the second week of January 2025.  

6. The lights are stored in Ferryside Village Hall and can be collected / returned to this location as arranged with the Clerk. The lights can also be inspected at this location if necessary. 

All work must follow Health and Safety guidelines.
The Tenders must be returned to the Clerk (address stated above) no later than 5.00 p.m. on Friday, 30th August 2024, in a sealed envelope clearly marked ‘TENDER’.  Any envelope not so endorsed will not be considered.

The Council does not bind itself to accept the lowest or any Tender received, and payment will not be made until the works have been inspected and approved.
Tender price quoted must be net of VAT and the VAT status of the person tendering must be known to the Council with the VAT number provided where appropriate.
Evidence will need to be provided that the person undertaking the lights work is qualified and has approval to work on the public lighting connections / equipment in the feeder pillars. A copy of a current Public Liability Policy and Employee Liability Policy must be submitted with the Tender.
PAYMENT MAY BE AFFECTED IF THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS ARE NOT MET:

· Contractor must notify the Clerk after the work is carried out, inspections will take place and findings will be reported back to the Clerk.

· Any substandard works notified to the contractor following inspection must be rectified at the earliest opportunity
· Should the Community Council be dissatisfied with the standard of work, the Council reserve the right to terminate the contract at any time.
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
