Regulations Appertaining to Salem Cemetery

Salem Cemetery is run by St Ishmael Community Council for the parish of St Ishmael. 
1]
All New Graves are designed to be lawned. Interment of Ashes to be in the Remembrance Garden
No obstructions are allowed on the surface of the grave. This includes but is not limited to: kerbs, border stones, fencing, shrubs, rose bushes, planters, decorative pebbles, bark or slate, solar/ battery lights, balloons and balloon weights, permanent wreaths, toys or ornaments.

2]
Temporary wooden crosses are permitted subject to the approval of the Community Council Clerk. Once a permanent memorial is erected on the grave, these temporary wooden crosses are to be removed from the Cemetery Grounds.

3]
All memorials shall be constructed of granite stone and shall be in accordance with the dimensions indicated on the appropriate Application Form and sketch plans. All memorials shall be supplied and erected by a recognised firm of Monumental Masons who will be responsible for completing the necessary Application Forms. The alignment of such memorials are to be agreed with the Community Council Clerk.

The Owner of a grave shall be responsible for the continuous maintenance of any memorial erected on the grave space and shall, if it becomes dangerous or dilapidated, cause it to be restored to pristine condition or arrange for its removal from the Cemetery grounds upon receipt of official notification from the Communty Council Clerk. Full details are found in the Council’s Memorial Safety Policy.
5]
Resonsibility for the removal of Memorials to facilitate further interment lies solely with the owner of the grave who is responsible for arranging its re-instatement on the grave space as soon as possible, but in any event not more than three months after the day of such interments, or arrange with the Town Council for its removal from the Cemetery grounds.

6]
In all cases a minimum of three months will elapse after an interment before the surface of the grave is finally levelled, turfed or seeded.

7]
The following are STRICTLY PROHIBITED:-

(a)
The discharge of any firearm (except when authorised, in writing, by the Council at Military funerals)

(b)
Visitors, or other persons shall not interfere with any contractors carrying out their duties and shall not employ them to execute any private work whatsoever within the Cemetery.

(c)
The Community Council forbids any gratuity being received by any of its employees. The receipt or demand of a gratuity, fee or unauthorised charge by any employee of the Authority will subject any such employee to immediate dismissal.

(d)
No person other than an Appointed Officer shall enter or remain in the Cemetery grounds when they are closed to the public.

8]
No persons shall be interned at the Cemetery without permission being obtained from the Clerk to the Community Council on the appropriate form.
9]
Prior to the granting of permission, either a representative of the bereaved family or Funeral Director shall sign to the effect that the conditions are accepted and will be abided by, each application to be accompanied by the appropriate fee.

10]
New Graves will be dug to a depth of 7ft 9ins (2.36m). The depth of any Grave cannot be increased after the first interment. 


The depth of excavation for interment of ashes shall be 2ft 6ins (762mm).


This rule must be strictly adhered to and the Council reserves the right to check and recharge any costs incurred in the event of non-compliance. 

11]
The excavation and backfilling of the Grave shall be arranged by and be the responsibility of the Funeral Director. No mechanical excavator shall be allowed into the Cemetery without the approval of the Community Council Clerk.

12]
The Community Council will permit free standing vases sized to fit on the plinth (or where a plinth would be if it was inserted). The Community Council will not be held liable or responsible for damage thereto whilst the general maintenance of the graves are undertaken.

13]
The Community Council agrees to maintain the Cemetery to the best of its ability and within the measure of its resources and to re-seed and mow opened graves as soon as practicable following the reinstatment of the grave after a burial.

14]
The Community Council reserves the right to amend, delete or introduce any new conditions in respect of the maintenance of the cemetery. Such amendments to be adequately displayed at the Cemetery.

15]
Any litter should be taken home and disposed of appropriately. 

16]
Please note that only current or past residents of the parish of St Ishmael shall be permitted to be buried in Salem Cemetery.  
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
