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St Ishmael Community Council 

   Minutes of the Meeting held in Llansaint Welfare Hall on 7th February 2023.

1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from County Cllr C Davies, Cllr VM Jones, County Cllr L Davies, Cllr D Afzal and Cllr P Thomas. 
The Clerk subsequently read out a note from Cllr R Bloor, received on the 6th of February, resigning from the Community Council. 

It was resolved that the Clerk write a letter of thanks to Cllr Bloor and contact the County Council regarding the correct process for a replacement. 
2. Declaration of Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
3. Public Participation
It was noted that no Members of the public were in attendance on this occasion. 
4. Minutes

RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 10th January 2023 – proposed by Cllr H Gibbon and seconded by Cllr J Holliday. 
5. Matters Arising

5.1 Update on Briardale Embankment – The Clerk updated the Council of an email that had been sent from CCC via County Cllr Davies to say that a structural engineer would be attending the site to ascertain the work required to correct the matter. 
5.2 Update on the meeting with Ferryside Signal Box Decommissioning – The Clerk updated the Council on the meeting with Network Rail attended with Cllr Batte, Cllr Stephens and Mr L Francis. Cllr Batte read a letter from Mr Francis reiterating the issues raised with NR and the Clerk agreed to forward to Network Rail. 
5.3 Update on Memorial Bench on the Ferryside Foreshore – The Clerk informed the Council that a cheque of £746.98 had been received from Ms J Jones in lieu of the memorial bench. Mr P Hayhurst had agreed to fit the memorial bench free of charge. The Clerk had made enquiries with Land Registry regarding registering the land on the foreshore, where the bench would be placed, and asked for assistance in completing the necessary FR1 form. 
It was resolved that the Clerk order the bench to be delivered to Ferryside Village Hall. Cllr Batte agreed to assist the Clerk with the Land Registry process. 

5.4 Update on the WAO Invoice – The Clerk confirmed that the email sent to WAO for a breakdown of the invoice and requesting the results of the outstanding Audits had been referred to Community Council Audits Mailbox on the 13th January. No further information had been received. 
5.5 Update on the Memorial Bench on the Cliff Path – The Clerk updated the Council that despite reminders, no response had been received on the issue of the bench originally discussed in August 2022. The Clerk agreed to ask Cllr L Davies to intervene and ask for an update. 
5.6 Update on the Cliff Path / land adjacent to the Cliff Path – The Clerk updated the Council that:
· Small trees had been cut down in the area and A Owen, CCC, was trying to ascertain if this had been done by the footpaths team.

· The dangerous roots protruding through the path would be addressed from funding agreed with the Recreation and Access Team (A Warner). 

· The County Council offered to retain the strip of land next to the Cliff Path and liaise with Highways for funding to improve and widen the Cliff Path.
The Community Council expressed their enthusiasm at the idea of improving the Cliff Path and it was resolved that the Clerk would respond with the support of the Community Council. 
5.7 Update on the SSE Invoice – The Clerk explained the ongoing issues with SSE, having issued a second cheque on the 10th January, the first having been lost in the post, further letters had been received threatening to cut off the electricity supply. The Clerk had explained the situation to SSE on many occasions and the second cheque had been cashed on the 24th Jan but SSE had not matched the cheque to the account. A missing payment investigation had been launched by SSE on the 25th January which had not been concluded. SSE claimed to have sent an email to the Clerk on the 3rd February but this had not been received and SSE were not prepared / unable to send it again.  The Council agreed that the Clerk submit a complaint on their behalf. 
6. To receive items of correspondence
1. Llansaint Old School 



J Williams

The Clerk informed the Council that an enquiry had been received from Mr Williams asking if there was any information held by the CC pertaining to the sale of Llansaint Old School. The Clerk had contacted the CCC Archives and the former Clerk, A Dark, and had provided three letters in relation to a grant provided to “the Band Room” in 1978, no further information was found.  
2. Ferryside Lifeboat Shore Access

The Clerk raised the concerns of Mr Lamble regarding rumours that the public access to the beach was to be restricted by a bollard. Mr Lamble was very concerned that this would cause issues for emergency access to the beach (See below).
3. Ferryside Foreshore



K Harding

The Clerk read the letter from Mr Harding requesting that a bollard be placed to restrict vehicle access to the beach. In relation to letters 2 and 3 it was agreed that the letters and all letters relating to the foreshore be forwarded to the Chief Executive of CCC, the County Councillors, DPP, Fisheries Dept etc as the Community Council had raised this issue numerous times and did not have the power to take further action. Mr Harding should be advised to write to the Local Authority. 
4. Cllr P Thomas – Dispensation Granted

The Clerk informed the Council that Cllr Thomas’ dispensation in relation the Ferryside Foreshore and cockling activities in the Three Rivers Estuary had been granted, this allowed Cllr Thomas to speak and make written representations only, but not to vote. The dispensation had been granted until the end of the current electoral term.

7. To consider the following Planning Applications

PL/05274 – Retention of Hay Agricultural Hay Shed – Land at Broadlay, Ferryside, Carmarthen SA17 5UB. 

No objections were raised. 

8. To consider the following for Financial Assistance 

The Clerk read a letter from the treasurer of Llansaint Welfare Hall requesting the release of the grant of £3000.00 in lieu of the Llansaint Welfare Hall additional renovation costs. The grant had been agreed at the Community Council meeting in March 2022 but had been pending the final bill being received. 
Cllr J Batte proposed that as the Final Bill had been received that the £3000 grant be paid to Llansaint Welfare Hall, this was seconded by Cllr J Holliday. All in Agreement.
9. To Approve the following Accounts for payment

Julie Rees – salary – 575.40
Julie Rees – Travelling expenses - £9.72
Julie Rees – General expenses - £36.04
Mr P Tillotson – Handyman hours - £50.00
RT Electrics – Call out to reset Christmas light timers – NET £54.75 VAT £10.95 GROSS £65.70
Llansaint Welfare Hall – Renovation Grant - £3000.00
All payments were proposed for payment by Cllr J Batte and this was seconded by Cllr J Holliday. All in agreement, cheques duly signed. 
10. King Charles Coronation 

The Clerk informed the Council that Buckingham Palace had announce further details on community events for the Coronation celebration, they were:

The Coronation Lunch on the 7th May

The Big Help Out on the 8th May

It was noted that no beacons or commemorative memorabilia formed part of the official arrangements. 

Due to the short notice, Cllr Low proposed that information be given to the community on the events with an offer of support from the Community Council with things like advertising on social media / Noticeboards.  This was seconded by Cllr A Dalton. It was also agreed that the Clerk specifically contact Llansaint Welfare Hall, Ferryside Village Hall and Ferryside Rugby Sports and Social to ensure that they were aware of the type of community events being held. 
11. Llansaint Notice Board
The Clerk explained to the Council that a number of issues had now occurred with the Llansaint Noticeboard, including new hinges, doors swelling, glass falling out, and it was often un-accessible due to the doors being jammed shut. It was felt that something more modern may be more effective. 
It was proposed by Cllr E Benham that the Clerk get quotes to replace based on the measurements provided by Cllr Wyld, this was seconded by Cllr J Batte. 

12. Consultation on Technical Advice Note (TAN) 15: Development, flooding and coastal erosion 
The Clerk brought to the attention of the Council TAN 15, this was noted by the Community Council but no comments or objections were deemed necessary. 
13. Any Other Business
1. Cllr J Batte asked the Clerk to enquire with Network Rail why there were markers placed on the foreshore in Ferryside near the Rabbits / Tommy Dodd.
2. The Clerk informed the Council that the secretary of the Ferryside Rugby Sports and Social Club had resigned and Cllr Thomas had asked that any correspondence be referred to him. 

3. The Clerk informed the Council that in a conversation with the handyman directly before the meeting, the handyman had informed that Clerk that he wished to tender his resignation. The Council expressed their disappointment and thanks to Mr Tillotson. It was resolved that the Clerk advertise the post immediately and the Chair and Clerk ensure the post is filled as soon as possible. The Clerk should ask Mr Tillotson to cover any necessary work in the meantime. 
4. Cllr Stephens raised concerns regarding rusted football posts on the Pale Field which were being used by children to swing on. Cllr E Benham proposed the Clerk contact Ferryside AFC to ask if the posts were theirs otherwise the posts should be removed, this was seconded by Cllr J Holliday. 
5. Cllr Wyld raised the issue of trees overhanging the road between the Caravan Park and Jed’s Garage. The Clerk agreed to report this to CCC. 
6. Cllr Dalton asked who was responsible for the yellow memorial bench in Llansaint, it was believed to be the responsibility of the family. 
It was agreed that the next meeting would be on the 7th March 2023 at Ferryside Village Hall.
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 20:44 pm
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
