   Minutes of the Meeting held in Ferryside Village Hall on 7th March 2023.

1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from Cllr K Low, Cllr S Wyld and Cllr H Gibbon. 
2. Declaration of Interests

There were no declarations of interest. 
Cllrs Thomas’ dispensation in relation to cockling and foreshore activities discussed at item 5.10 was noted. 
3. Public Participation
It was noted that no members of the public were in attendance on this occasion. 
4. Minutes

RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 7th February 2023 – proposed by Cllr E Benham and seconded by Cllr J Batte. 
5. Matters Arising

5.1 Update on new Handyperson – The Chair updated the Council that following advertising and interview Mike Leefe had been appointed the new handyperson.  
5.2 Update on co-option of new Member – The Chair updated the Council that a Vacancy of Notice had been advertised for Ferryside Ward from 13th Feb – 3rd March, as no requests for an election had been received, an advert for co-option  would be placed on the website / noticeboards for 2 weeks from 8th March. 
5.3 Update on meeting on Ferryside Signal Box Decommissioning – The Chair informed the Council that Mr Francis’ letter had been sent to Network Rail and a response would be received in April 2023.
5.4 Update on Briardale Footpath 62/11 – The Chair informed the Council that an email had been received from CCC to explain that letters had been sent to residents regarding the removal of obstructions along the footpath. It was hoped that the path would re-open to the public in the coming months. 
5.5 Update on the removal of the football goal from the Pale Field – The Chair informed the Council that Ferryside AFC were not aware of the owners of the goal but were keen to see them repaired or replaced. Cllr Dalton agreed to make further enquiries to confirm ownership. 
5.6 Update on Fisherman Corner – The Chair confirmed that no Tenders had been submitted despite additional efforts. It was proposed by Cllr J Batte that the new handyman be asked to address the work, this was seconded by Cllr D Afzal.  
5.7 Update on moving Ferryside Square Defibrillator – The Chair updated the Council that the Chair and Clerk had met with members of the Classic Club to discuss moving the defibrillator on Ferryside Square. Although the Classic Club would prefer the defibrillator not to be moved, they understand that it was beneficial to the Community if it was, their preferred location would be the area near Tripenhad Road / Caradog Court. The Clerk would contact TfW to ensure the new defibrillator on the Station was placed in a more visible location before the anything further was done. Cllr M Jones proposed that the defibrillator be moved to Tripenhad Road in due course, this was seconded by Cllr J Batte. 
5.8 Update on Carmarthen Bay Ferries Ticket Office – The Chair updated the Council on a meeting with Carmarthen Bay Ferries. It was explained that the Council would look more favourably on a gazebo being placed on the Amenity Area as opposed to a shed. An agreement would be drawn up to this effect. No objections had been raised by the resident directly behind the Amenity Area. 
5.9 Update on Ferryside Play Area Bowl Swing – The Chair updated that J Widdas had confirmed that the ropes for the basket swing had been received and would be in place in the next few weeks. 
5.10 Update on Ferryside Foreshore Correspondence – The Chair updated the Council that the Clerk had written to all parties agreed including all correspondence received from members of the public. J Edwards MP had confirmed that a letter had been sent to the Minister on the 25th January 2023 but no response had been received. Mr Edwards advised the Council to contact Senedd members to ask if this could be raised on the floor of the Senedd. It was proposed by Cllr Holliday that Mr Edwards’ advice be followed to get a response and that a meeting be arranged with the Fisheries Dept, this was seconded by Cllr Benham. 
5.11 Update from Welsh Water – The Chair updated the Council on a message received by the Clerk from Lucy at Welsh Water giving sincere apologies for the problems encountered by the St Ishmael community before Christmas. It was a severe and unprecedented incident that they were learning from. Welsh Water had received thousands of requests for bottled water and could not meet demand. The incident would be reviewed by the regulator and lessons learned. 
5.12 Briardale Embankment – County Cllr L Davies confirmed that there was no further update on the embankment.

Conversion of part of the ground floor of Y Traeth into a coffee shop serving hot and cold drinks, cakes, sandwiches, salads, afternoon tea etc and seating area for approx. 6/8 outside

New carport to the front, dormer window to the rear, access bridge and new front door 
No objections were raised. However, feedback should be given re PL/05501 that no access to the Cliff Path should be granted. 
8. To consider the following for Financial Assistance 
The Chair read a letter from Glan Y Fferi Cylch Meithrin requesting a donation to help support the Meithrin. 

It was proposed by Cllr M Jones that a £500 donation be made, this was seconded by Cllr E Benham. 
9. To Approve the following Accounts for payment

*the Clerk made the Council aware that confirmation had been received that the £54.13 had been received and credited to the Council’s account by SSE. 

All payments were proposed for payment by Cllr J Batte and this was seconded by Cllr M Jones. All in agreement, cheques duly signed. 
10. S106 Funding – W/18546 and W/24934

The Chair updated the Council on an email from the Community Bureau informing the Council of Section 106 monies that could be claimed by the Community Council or Llansaint Welfare Hall in relation to Open Space/ Play Provisions within the vicinity. 

It was proposed by Cllr M Jones that contact be made with the Chair of Llansaint Welfare Hall to ask their intentions, and Tenders be prepared for drainage work on the Pale Field and edging around the path of the Pale Field. This was seconded by Cllr J Batte.
11. Review of Town and Community Councils

The Clerk informed the Council that they could consider putting forward recommendations for CCC to consider under S.31 of the LGA 1972. The following could be considered:

●the number of members of the council for the community,

●its division into wards (if appropriate) for the purposes of the election of councillors,

●the number and boundaries of any wards,

●the name of any ward.

Following discussion, Cllr M Jones proposed that no changes were required, this was seconded by Cllr A Dalton. 
12. One Voice Wales – Training Needs Survey

The Clerk explained that One Voice Wales had launched a training survey to plan future training arrangements. It had been suggested that a small group of Councillors including the Chair should consider the responses with the Clerk.

Cllr D Afzal raised concerns that all OVW courses were now all held online and this was a disadvantage for some. 

It was agreed that the Clerk arrange an online meeting with Cllr A Dalton (Chair), Cllr J Batte and Cllr J Holliday to complete the survey. 
13. Launch of Public Consutation on the location of new planned and urgent care hospital

The Chair read out the details of the Public Consultation and the location of the new hospital:


Whitland Ty Newydd


Whitland Spring Gardens 


St Clears

  The Council voiced their frustration and concern about the A&E facilities being moved out of Carmarthen. It was felt that getting to these locations could be very difficult in summer months when access to the A48 was often gridlocked due to tourists. 
Cllr A Dalton proposed that as St Clears was the closest option it was the only choice that could be made, this was seconded by Cllr P Thomas. 
14. Independent Remuneration Panel for Wales Annual Report

The Clerk explained that the Basic Allowance for Councillors would increase from £150 per year to £156 per year. The Budget would need to be amended to reflect this. Members would also need to decide if a £52 a year budget for office consumables should be set or allow members to claim for office consumables when required. 

It was agreed that this would be discussed further at the Annual Meeting in May 2023.
15. Salem Cemetery Ferryside Condition Report

The Clerk asked the Council to consider the findings of the Condition Report and advised that a separate meeting may be the best option to consider the matter in full.  

Concerns were raised regarding the long-term cost implications of taking over the Cemetery and the effect on the precept. 

It was proposed by Cllr J Batte that an extraordinary meeting be called to discuss the issue in detail with a view to calling a public meeting to canvass public opinion in the future. This was seconded by Cllr A Dalton. Date of the meeting to be confirmed. 
16. Dogs on the Playing Fields

Cllr P Thomas raised concerns of dog fouling on the Pale Field and a recent incident of dogs fighting on the field. Cllr Thomas felt strongly that dogs should be kept on leads and off the playing fields. 
The Clerk advised that this was not the policy of Carmarthenshire County Council. 

Cllr M Jones proposed that the Clerk purchase signs for the Pale Field advising that dogs should be kept on leads and on the path. This was seconded by Cllr J Batte.
17. Parking on the corner of the White Lion
Cllr P Thomas raised concerns regarding the parking above the White Lion and the Yellow Lines that were meant to be changed.

County Cllr L Davies agreed to chase the matter with the Traffic & Road Safety Manager.  

18. Any Other Business
1. Cllr J Batte asked again if the tree roots next to the road between Jed’s Garage and the Holiday Camp could be removed by CCC. 
2. Cllr J Batte asked for an update on the tree roots being covered on the Cliff Path, the Clerk told the Council that CCC had confirmed that this would be done early in the new financial year. The Council felt strongly that the Clerk ask for a date as this issue had been ongoing for a number of years. 
3. Cllr J Batte asked if the markers near Tommy Dodd had been placed by Network Rail. The Clerk had received confirmation the markers were not those of Network Rail but agreed to find out who may have placed them there. 
4. Cllr M Jones raised more concerns regarding speeding along Eva / Brigstocke Terrace. County Cllr L Davies informed the Council that Go Safe were hoping to work with the school in the coming weeks. 
5. Cllr P Thomas reported that tyres and chairs had been dumped on the road near the turning to the Queens Road. 
6. Cllr P Thomas asked the Clerk if any correspondence sent to the Sports and Social Secretary could be sent directly to Cllr Thomas for the time being. 
7. Cllr M Jones raised concerns that more trees had been cut down on the Cliff Path and dumped opposite Glan-Yr-Afon. 
8. County Cllr L Davies reminded the Council that the Second Deposit Revised Local Development Plan was available to review. 
9. Cllr J Holliday raised concerns about the 198 bus service being ended. County Cllr L Davies explained that the emergency bus scheme funding by central government had come to an end but the Welsh Government had stepped in to offer additional funding until June 2023. It was agreed to promote the service to try and save the service from being lost. 
10. Cllr A Dalton was concerned about the parish wall near Parc-Y-Saint bulging and felt it needed attention. 
It was agreed that the date next meeting was to be confirmed as the Clerk may be unavailable on the first Tuesday of the month.
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 20:50 pm
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
