1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from County Councillor L Davies, Cllr J Batte and Cllr S Wyld. 
2. Declaration of Interests
There were no declarations of interest. 

3. Public Participation
It was noted that no members of the public were in attendance on this occasion to discuss anything during the public participation. 
4. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 3rd October 2023 – proposed by Cllr E Benham and seconded by Cllr H Gibbon. 
5. Matters Arising

5.1 Update on MUGA work – Mr R Evett of Wenallt Ltd had provided a written statement updating the Community Council on the work carried out so far and what work needed to be done. The Council were satisfied with the explanation. 
5.2 Update on FSEG Donation condition – the Clerk read the response from FSEG. Following a discussion, it was agreed that Cllr Stephens would attend the next FSEG meeting and report back to the Council. It was agreed that the donation would be held until Cllr Stephens had attended the meeting.  
5.3 Update on hedge cutting – the Clerk updated the Council that the hedge had been cut. Cllr Thomas was pleased to note that Wenallt had cleaned up after the hedge cutting. 
5.4 Update on defibrillators – the Clerk updated the Council that the Clerk and Mr G Jones had met with Marc Gower from the Ambulance Trust to discuss the Circuit and the management of the defibrillators. Mr Gower had informed them that the Ambulance Trust recommend the Zoll AED plus defibrillators and will provide replacement batteries and pads free of charge for these defibrillators. Mr G Jones had also discussed setting up a team of First Responders in the area, anyone interested should contact Mr Jones directly. Mr Jones had also raised concerns with the Clerk about the recently installed defibrillator in Broadlay, on checking the defibrillator on the 3rd November it was not working as the battery appeared to have been removed and not replaced properly. The Community Council expressed its disappointment and asked the Clerk to contact Broadlay Garage, where the defibrillator is situated, to make them aware of what had happened and ask them to report any concerns to the Community Council.

The Clerk informed the Council that this would have an impact on the precept for the 2024-25 year. 

RESOLVED that the Clerk notify all the Tenders on the basis agreed. 

11. Embankment Adjacent to Briardale / Pale Field 
The Clerk presented the two pieces of correspondence (6.5 & 6.6) and information received from CCC. 
The Clerk informed the Council that contact had already been made with the Director of Place and Infrastructure to ask for action to be taken. The Clerk asked the Council to consider seeking legal advice.
 A discussion was held on the concerns raised in the letters and the concerns of the Council regarding the ongoing situation.  

Advice was sought from County Cllr C Davies on how this issue could be resolved, Cllr Davies suggested that the Community Council and the County Councillors write a letter to CCC’s Director of Place and Infrastructure setting out their concerns, asking for further clarity and for action to be taken. 
Cllr M Jones proposed the Council follow the advice offered by County Cllr Davies, this was seconded by Cllr P Stephens.  All in agreement. 

RESOLVED that the Clerk write to CCC’s Director of Place and Infrastructure. 
12. Polling Districts and Polling Places Review
The Clerk presented the Review to the Council as no changes were proposed, it was agreed that no comment was required. 
13. 2022 – 2023 Audit Results


The Clerk presented the results of the full Audit to the Council.

The results had previously been shared via email and had been published online and on the noticeboards as per guidance. 

The recommendation regarding the refusal of remuneration payments was noted and an Opt-out proforma had been provided by One Voice Wales which would now be adopted by the Council.  


The Council thanked the Clerk for all the hard work carried out. 

RESOLVED that the results of the Audit be accepted and that a new procedure would be followed for refusing remuneration payments. 
14. Salem Cemetery – Additional Report

The Clerk presented the Salem Cemetery Additional Report to the Council for consideration.
After a discussion, Cllr M Jones proposed that the matter be considered further at the next meeting, this was seconded by Cllr J Holliday. All in agreement. 

The Clerk advised that the Council take the time to read both reports and visit the Cemetery before the next meeting. 

RESOLVED that the Clerk would ensure that the item would be on the agenda for further consideration in the December meeting. 
15. Any Other Business
15.1 Cllr M Jones notified the Council that the last collection times in the area for Royal Mail post would now be 9am on weekdays and 7am on weekends. 
15.2 Cllr P Stephens raised concern about the door of the telephone kiosk, the Clerk agreed to ask the handyman to inspect and report back on any work required. 
15.3 Cllr M Jones informed the Council that the Classic Club were no longer using the triangular noticeboard but that it was in need of repair. The Clerk agreed to ask the handyman to inspect the item and report back on what work was required. 
15.4 County Cllr C Davies informed the Community Council that they would be consultees in the grant being applied for to provide better links for Carmarthen Bay Holiday Park with Kidwelly. 
15.5 Cllr P Thomas again raised concerns about the double yellow lines above the White Lion, the Clerk informed the Council that no response had been received following the letter of complaint sent to CCC in October. 
15.6 Cllr P Thomas made the Council aware that the Ferryside AFC football game had to be stopped on Saturday as there was dog excrement found on the playing field. 
15.7 Cllr P Thomas again raised the issue of the poor state of the Queens Road. 
15.8 Cllr P Thomas raised concern of the deep flood water on Penallt Corner and why CCC did not close the road as requested causing further danger to drivers. County Cllr C Davies agreed to investigate further. 
15.9 Cllr J Holliday asked the Clerk to chase up the visit to the Meddygfa Minafon.
15.10 Cllr J Holliday asked the Clerk if Traeth, the Ferry Cabin and the White Lion could be contacted regarding the Christmas lights switch on event. 
The next meeting would be held in Ferryside Village Hall on 5th December 2023.  

There being no other business, the meeting closed at 21.10. 
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
