 Minutes of the Meeting held in Ferryside Village Hall on 5th March 2024.

1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from County Councillor C Davies, Cllr P Thomas and Cllr S Wyld. 
2. Declaration of Interests
Cllr Dalton declared an interest in item 6.3 and 8 as a member of Llansaint Welfare Hall Committee. 
3. Public Participation
It was noted that no members of the public were in attendance on this occasion to discuss anything during the public participation. 
4.  Go Safe – Speeding

PCSO John Williams joined the Community Council to discuss concerns with speeding in the area. 

It was agreed with PCSO Williams:

· To carry out some monitoring in the Llansaint area with a member of the Community Council.

· To review the latest traffic surveys in Ferryside and report back to the Clerk on the next steps.

· To reconsider setting up a Community Speed Watch Group.
5. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 6th February 2024 – proposed by Cllr H Gibbon and seconded by Cllr M Jones. 
6. Matters Arising

6.1 Update on the embankment – The Clerk updated the Council on information from CCC Properties team confirming that the land in private ownership started around the midway point of the embankment. The line of the boundary did differ slightly along the length depending on the land registry details. The Clerk informed the Council that this and the other information gathered had been sent in a letter to the residents as agreed in the February meeting. The Clerk read the response from the residents requesting the Clerk attend a meeting with the residents and Mr J Edwards MP at the end of April. The Council felt strongly that this was now a matter to be resolved between the County Council and the residents. The Clerk was instructed to inform the residents of this, and state that a CC representative would not be attending for this reason. The Clerk was asked to update Mr Edwards MP on the correspondence sent to the residents and to approach the County Council requesting a representative attend the meeting. 
6.2 Update on the hanging baskets – The Clerk updated the Council on the type of Garden Sprayers that could be purchased for watering the hanging baskets ranging from £55.76 - £129.99 depending on the length of the lance. It was proposed by Cllr J Batte that flowers be ordered from Wrenvale to fill 6 hanging baskets (approx. £22 per basket), 6 Amerol self-watering baskets (£40.54 per basket quoted plus delivery charges of £12.79) and the garden sprayer for £129.99 be ordered. This was seconded by Cllr M Jones. 
6.3 Update on D Day Commemoration – The Clerk informed the Council that two emails had been sent to the Chair of Llansaint Welfare Hall but no response in writing had been received. The Clerk had received a positive response during a telephone conversation. The handyman was considering the request to Marshall the beacon. Cllr Dalton declared an interest. 
6.4 Update on the Pale Field Working Group – Cllr Stephens updated the Council on the work undertaken by the working group that was ongoing. The Clerk suggested that it may be helpful to arrange an onsite meeting with the Cymru Football Association. 
6.5 Update on Playground Inspection – The Clerk informed the Council that the playground items had been ordered and the work would hopefully be carried out in the next couple of months. 
6.6 Update on the Picton Ward co-option – The Clerk informed the Council that the Picton Ward co-option was open for applications until 15th March. The Clerk reminded the Council that there were now three vacancies on the Council. 
6.7 Update on the land adjacent to the Cliff Path – The Clerk informed the Council that the CC could lease the strip of land, monitor any unauthorised activity and potentially apply for grant funding to widen the path. 
The Clerk advised a site visit and costs from the handyman, this was not deemed necessary. 

Cllr M Jones proposed that the land be leased if the terms were agreeable to the Council, this was seconded by Cllr P Stephens. Six councillors were in favour, 1 against.   
6.8 Update on the Handyman – The Clerk informed the Council that the Handyman had identified a broken drainage pipe on the Glan Tywi Bus Shelter and broken fascia board on the Llansaint Bus Shelter. It was agreed that these items should be replaced.

10. Salem Cemetery 
The Clerk presented the letter from the Baptist Union which needed a response to the request to take over the Cemetery by the 30th April 2024.

The ways to quickly canvas community opinion were discussed.

It was proposed by Cllr M Jones that a working group be set up to look at canvassing opinion, this was seconded by Cllr J Batte. It was agreed that Cllr Batte, Cllr Holliday and Cllr King would work with the Clerk to plan and canvass opinion by the next CC meeting. 

11. Any Other Business
11.1 Cllr J Batte reported that the fence opposite the Gables on the Cliff was at a dangerous angle and needed to be addressed.
11.2 Cllr J Batte reported that the road between Salem Cemetery towards Trecor and down to the Garage needed to be cleaned as it was in a very poor condition.

11.3 Cllr J Batte raised concerns that the corner of the MUGA was sat in water, this was to be an Agenda item for the next meeting.
11.4 County Cllr Davies informed the Council that the glass recycling bin would be removed from Ferryside Car Park, the nearest drop off for glass recycling would be the co-op in Kidwelly. 

11.5 County Cllr Davies informed the Council that car parking fees were passed along with CCC Budget and therefore fees would be introduced in Ferryside CP from April 2025. The Community Council expressed their disappointment and frustration at this news.  
11.6 Cllr M Jones reported his concerns regarding fly-tipping outside the electrical items recycling bank in Ferryside Car Park. 

11.7 Cllr Stephens gave an update on the Yacht Club AGM.

11.8 Cllr Stephens updated the Council on the FSEG monthly meeting including interviews for the manager recruitment. 

11.9 Cllr Stephens informed the Council that SOS were considering the GWR funding.

11.10 Cllr J Holliday informed the Council that there would be another social meeting soon.
