 DRAFT Minutes of the Meeting held in Ferryside Village Hall on 9th April 2024.

1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from County Councillor L Davies – Councillor Davies was able to join the meeting at item 6.2.
2. Declaration of Interests
Cllr Dalton declared an interest in item 5.2 as a member of Llansaint Welfare Hall Committee. 
3. Public Participation
Approximately 30 members of the public joined the meeting including Mrs G Squires, Mr G Jones, Mr G Davies and Mrs K Davies. 
Mrs Squires spoke on behalf of the members of the public to strongly support the take over of Salem Cemetery. Mrs Squires asked the Community Council for an update on the position of the Council.

The Clerk explained that following the Community Engagement that the results would be presented to the Council and an opportunity to ask for any further information would be given. The Council were hoping to make a final decision at an Extraordinary Meeting later in April.
The Clerk was asked to present the results of the Engagement to the meeting. Several members of the public expressed their frustration that a decision had not yet been made. Members of the Council explained that the matter needed to be fully considered before this could be done. Cllr Batte agreed to ask for a registered vote when the final decision was made. 

The Clerk drew the discussion to a close and most members of the public left the meeting. Mrs Squires and Mr Jones stayed to observe proceedings. 
4. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 5th March 2024 – proposed by Cllr J Batte and seconded by Cllr D King. 
5. Matters Arising

5.1 Update on the hanging baskets – The Clerk updated the Council that the baskets had been ordered from Amberol and the invoice was due for payment. Once the cheques were received the baskets would be dispatched to the Clerk. The Clerk had spoken to Wrenvale, who had provided a definitive price of £25 per basket to be ready around 1st June 2024. 
5.2 Update on D Day Commemoration – The Clerk confirmed that the Chair of Llansaint Village Hall had confirmed via email that the field adjacent to the Hall could be used for the beacon on the evening of the 6th June. The handyman had agreed to set up, light and marshal the beacon. Cllr Batte and Cllr Holliday agreed to play a supportive role at the event. It was agreed that Rev Lambert and Rev de Gruchy would be invited to hold a remembrance service before the beacon was lit. Mrs Squires offered to speak to Rev Lambert and Rev de Gruchy. Cllr Thomas agreed to speak to Pendragon Fireworks & Pyrotechnics regarding the delivery / collection of the beacon. Cllr Dalton informed the Council that the Hall would be open for refreshments. Cllr Dalton declared an interest. 
5.3 Update on the Pale Field Working Group – Cllr Stephens provided an update on the finding of enquiries regarding grant funding available. Cllr S Wyld proposed that the Clerk enquire how much it would cost to place sharp sand on the pitch after slitting. This was seconded by Cllr J Holliday.
RESOLVED the Clerk would make enquires with Wenallt regarding sharp sand. 

5.4 Update on Playground Inspection – The Clerk confirmed that the play area work was scheduled for the 15th April (weather permitting). 
5.5 Update on the land adjacent to the Cliff Path – The Clerk informed the Council that a lease would be drawn up for consideration by E Hughes, Assets Manager.

7. Financial Assistance Request

The Clerk presented an application for Financial Assistance from Cylch Meithrin Glan y Fferi.
Cllr M Jones proposed a donation of £500, this was seconded by Cllr J Batte. 
All in favour, the Clerk was asked to write the cheque accordingly.

All payments were proposed for payment by Cllr J Batte and this was seconded by Cllr M Jones. All in agreement.

RESOLVED that the cheques be duly signed. 
9. Adoption of the Three Rivers Defibrillator 
The Clerk explained to the Council that in 2019 Mr G Jones raised funds for the Three Rivers defibrillator. The defibrillator was now in need of a battery but no formal agreement had been reached that the CC would adopt the defibrillator as a Community Asset. Cllr M Jones proposed that the defibrillator be adopted as a community asset, this was seconded by Cllr King. 

The Clerk went on to present prices for the replacement battery from Calon Hearts £254 and Primary Care NET £196 VAT 39.33 GROSS £235.98. Cllr Jones proposed the battery from Primary Care be ordered and an additional cheque be authorised for the sum of £235.98, this was seconded by Cllr Holliday.

RESOLVED an additional cheque was authorised and duly signed. 

Mr Jones explained that the recently installed defibrillator in Broadlay was not working. The Clerk had made enquiries with Intermedical (UK) Limited and had been given a reference number to return the defibrillator for investigation. The Council agreed this was the best course of action. It was noted that postage charges would apply and £50.00 + VAT handling fee would be chargeable if no issues were found.

10. MUGA Work

Cllr Batte raised concerns about the half of the MUGA closest to Calon Y Fferi being submerged in water for months of the year due to the extremely wet weather. 
Cllr S Wyld proposed that a Tender be prepared and issued to run a pipe from the corner of the MUGA, through the woods and to the ditch. This was seconded by Cllr J Batte. All in favour. 

RESOLVED that the Clerk draft and issue a Tender as soon as possible. 
11. Quarterly Budget Return


The Clerk presented the quarterly budget to the Council.

It was noted that an interest payment had been received on 4th March 2024 for £138.84.
The Quarterly Return was proposed to be accepted by Cllr J Batte and seconded by Cllr M Jones.


RESOLVED that the return by signed and published. 
12. Salem Cemetery – Public Engagement Feedback
The Clerk had read the results of the Public Engagement at item 3 during the Public Engagement. The results were accepted and noted.

The Clerk asked the Council what additional information they needed to reach a decision on the Cemetery. 

It was agreed that the Clerk seek clarification of obtaining a Burial Authority status.

Cllr P Thomas proposed that a professional valuation be requested from the Baptist Union on the price of Salem Chapel with and without the cemetery. The Council should request a 25% of the profit of the sale. 

Cllr H Gibbon proposed an amendment a professional valuation be requested from the Baptist Union on the price of Salem Chapel with and without the cemetery. This was seconded by Cllr S Wyld. Five Councillors voted in favour of the amendment.

RESOLVED the Clerk contact the Baptist Union to request the information. It was noted that an Extraordinary Meeting could not be held until this information had been received. 
13. Any Other Business
13.1 Cllr Jones raised concerns regarding the Open Reach manhole leaking water near the White Lion. Cllr Jones was concerned that the volume of water was making it dangerous for drivers and pedestrians and asked if the Clerk could chase this up. Cllr Jones noted that a gulley may be needed to channel the excess water.
13.2 Cllr Batte raised concerns about the potholes in the village generally but especially in Broadlay were very concerning.

13.3 Cllr Batte again raised the issue of the road from Tripenhad via Trecor to the Garage needed to be cleaned as the mud was thick and slippery. The Clerk said this would be raised again with CCC.

13.4 Cllr Batte raised concerns regarding the sides of the roads on the Portway being in a poor state of repair.

13.5 Cllr Gibbon enquired if the Llansaint Welfare Hall had now re-opened. Cllr Dalton confirmed that the Hall had re-opened but that further work may be required.

13.6 Cllr Gibbon asked for confirmation on the extraordinary meeting, the Clerk confirmed that would most likely be held on the 23rd April if all necessary information was received in time. 
13.7 Cllr Jones asked the Clerk to chase an update from the PSCO about the speed monitoring in Ferryside as the situation appeared to be getting worse. 

13.8 Cllr P Thomas informed the Council that he had attended the Queens Road with Cllr Stephens to observe the state of the road. Cllr Thomas had sent photographs to the Clerk and asked that a meeting be requested with Highways to discuss the matter.

13.9 Cllr Batte said that there were two pot drains that needed to be cleaned near Cwm Mill. 

13.10 Cllr Gibbon informed the Council that the pavement from Llansaint to Broadway needed weeding. It was also littered with dog fouling.

13.11 Cllr P Thomas informed the Council that he had witnessed a dog attack on the Pale field. Cllr Thomas was informed that any such incident should be reported to the police.

13.12 Cllr King raised concerns about streetlighting and agreed to send the details to the Clerk.

13.13 Cllr Holliday asked that the streetlighting request in Broadlay be chased by the Clerk.

13.14 Cllr Wyld raised concerns regarding the island near the humpback bridge and agreed to send photos to the Clerk. This should be raised with National Resources Wales. 

The next meeting would be held in Ferryside Village Hall on 14th May 2024.  

There being no other business, the meeting closed at 20.57. 
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
