Draft Minutes of the Meeting held in Ferryside Village Hall on 7th January 2025.

The Chair welcomed the Council to the meeting. A warm welcome was extended to new member, Cllr Phillip George, who duly signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office. 

1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from Cllr Dalton and Cllr King. 
2. Declaration of Interests

No declarations of interest were made.
3. Public Participation
It was noted that no members of the public were in attendance.
4. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 7th January 2025 – proposed by Cllr Gibbon and seconded by Cllr Holliday. 
5. Matters Arising

5.1 Update on Emergency Planning – The Clerk had spoken to the Chair of Llansaint Welfare Hall who was keen to help. The Clerk had also spoken to the Chair of Ferryside Village Hall, the proposal would be considered by the committee and a response given in due course. The Clerk also informed the Council that Mrs Squires had asked a representative of the Community Council to attend the next Old Age Meeting and discuss any plans with them. It was agreed that Cllr Stephens would attend. Cllr Thomas also confirmed that the Rugby Club were also happy to help support the initiative. 
5.2 Update on Cheque signatory – the Clerk informed the Council that the bank Mandate Change Form had been signed and would be submitted later in the week.
5.3 Update on the Keep Wales Tidy Orchard Package – the Clerk confirmed that the Clerk, handyman, Cllr Stephens and Cllr Batte had met with the KWT Project Manager on the 15th January to agree the project. A delivery of two benches from SLPW was due on Monday. Cllr Thomas agreed that the benches could be stored on the Rugby Club marquee until they were put in place. Cllr Thomas also agreed that a water butt could be connected to the Rugby Club roof to provide water for the trees. 
5.4 Update on VE Day commemoration – The Clerk informed the Council that the Chair of Llansaint Welfare Hall was happy to host an event on the 8th May.   The Clerk confirmed that Pendragon Fireworks and Pyrotechnics had provided a quote of £120 (inc VAT) for the beacon. The beacon would need to be collected and a gas bottle would be needed. Cllr Wyld proposed the event be organised and the beacon be booked, this was seconded by Cllr Batte.
5.5 Update on Hanging Baskets – the Clerk confirmed that only one request for quotes had been received. It was agreed the Clerk seek other quotes.
County Cllr L Davies joined the meeting. 

5.6 Update on Coastal Erosion – the Clerk informed the Council that an email had been sent to Network Rail to ask their intentions regarding the dunes.

All payments were proposed for payment by Cllr Batte and seconded by Cllr Holliday. All in agreement.

RESOLVED that the cheques be duly signed. 
10. Dog Fouling and the removal of litter bins
The Clerk explained that following several issues with dog fouling in the area, contact had been made with CCC. A request was made for the Environmental Enforcement team to arrange further patrols in the area. The Clerk reminded the Council that incidents could be reported via the CCC website.  
Concern was raised regarding the Pale Field. Cllr Wyld proposed that the Clerk find prices for a large banner to be placed on the side of the MUGA. 

The Clerk went on to explain the background to the removal of litter bins and the criteria set for their removal. 

The Chair explained that while a removal of 20% of bins had been met in other local areas, Ferryside had lost 48% of their litter bins.  

Cllr Siddall proposed that the Clerk write to the County Council to raise the issue of the disproportionate number of litter bins being removed in the area and asking for the most important bins to be returned, this was seconded by Cllr Batte. 
11. Any Other Business
11.1  Cllr Thomas raised concern that only part of the Queens Road had been repaired.
11.2  Cllr Thomas asked for an update on the foreshore, County Cllr Davies confirmed that Crown Estate had requested a meeting with CCC to discuss the matter further. 
11.3  Cllr Thomas expressed his disappointment at the large container of waste being abandoned on the C2704 road to Llansaint. Any witnesses should contact CCC with information. 
11.4  Cllr Gibbon asked if the Clerk could contact CCC about a long-term solution to the issue at the culvert near Penhill as the problem occurred after every storm. 
11.5  Cllr Gibbon raised concern again regarding the potholes near Tanylan. 
11.6  Cllr Batte asked that the Clerk inform CCC that the Bus Shelter on the Square needs cleaning and the weeds need clearing.
11.7  Cllr Stephens raised concern that the Ferryside Car Park needed weeding.
11.8  Cllr Batte raised concerns regarding the telephone kiosk. It was agreed that this would be placed on the March Agenda.
11.9  Cllr George raised concern about the loss of sand on the beach in Ferryside. It was agreed that local advice would be sought from any geologists and the Clerk would contact NRW / Crown Estate. 
11.10 Cllr Stephens made the Council aware that the nominations for the Buckingham Palace Garden Party were open. This was noted.
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 20:53.

It was agreed that the next meeting would be on the 4th March 2025 in Ferryside Village Hall.
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
