1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from Cllr Thomas and Cllr King. 
2. Declaration of Interests

9.1 County Cllr Davies declared an interest. 
3. Public Participation
It was noted that no members of the public were in attendance. 
4. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 1st April 2025 – proposed by Cllr Batte and seconded by Cllr Gibbon. 
5. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign the Burial Authority minutes of the meeting held on the 14th April 2025 – proposed by Cllr J Batte and seconded by Cllr J Holliday. 
6. Matters Arising

6.1 Update on Salem Cemetery – the Clerk had provided all members with a copy of the Burial Authority meeting minutes and went on to summarise the work that had been carried out in the Cemetery. It was agreed that the unused noticeboard next to the MUGA could be moved to Salem Cemetery so that information could be shared with members of the public visiting the site. It was noted that two donations totalling £300 had been received in recent weeks. Thanks were expressed for the generous donations. 
6.2 Update on Litter Bins – The Clerk had previously shared the County Councils response with members and it had been agreed that two bins (at Rotten Pill and Tripenhad Road) would be returned. While other bins would be relocated to the Arch and the end of the Cliff Path. The Clerk had requested that this took place asap. While the Community Council were disappointed at the reduction of litter bins it was agreed that this proposal was satisfactory. 
6.3 Update on the Play Area Risk Assessment – The Clerk updated the Council on the advice from the manufacturers (Kompan Ltd) regarding the Multi Play Jnr advising that no action was required. It was agreed that based on the advice received that no further action was necessary. 
6.4 Update on the Zurich Renewal Quote – The Clerk informed the Community Council that a renewal quote of £978.49 had been received from Zurich Municipal for the annual insurance costs, this was an increase of approximately 7%. Cllr Batte proposed the quote was accepted; this was seconded by Cllr Holliday. 
6.5 Update on Ferryside Public Toilets – The Clerk read correspondence from the County Council informing the CC that an Asset Transfer of the Public Toilet building was due to take place imminently (it was understood that one toilet would remain open to the public). This would mean that the CC Noticeboard and the Ferryside WI Bench would need to be moved to a new location. Cllr Siddall agreed to speak to the WI regarding the preferred location for the bench. The Community Council asked the Clerk to investigate costs for concreting the third corner of the Square in order the create an area to possibly house the telephone kiosk and the noticeboard. The Clerk would also ask the County Council for a timescale. It was noted that the sink planters would also need to be moved. 
6.6 Update on the Hanging Baskets – The Clerk updated the Council that the hanging baskets had been collected by Wrenvale and would be returned on the first week of June.

8. Planning Applications 

PL/09101 - Construction of garage - Tripenhad, Tri Pen Had Road, Ferryside, SA17 5RS - No concerns were raised. 

9. Financial Assistance 
Ferryside AFC - Along with the request for financial assistance, a separate request had been received to slit, treat the pitch with herbicide and to donate topsoil for work needed on the field. The Clerk noted that 2 x slitting and treatment of the pitch would cost £1,062 (inc VAT) annually. A renewed quote of £185 plus VAT for the treatment of weeds on the field had been received from Wenallt Spraying. 
It was proposed by Cllr Batte that a donation of topsoil, slitting the field twice a year and treating the pitch with herbicide should be made. This was seconded by Cllr Harding. 


Llangollen International Eisteddfod – the request was noted.


Shop Mobility – the request was noted. 
County Cllr Davies declared an interest in item 9 (Ferryside AFC) and left the room during the discussion.

11. Review of Training Plan 2025-26
The Council reviewed the document and agreed on the training courses needing to be attended. The Training Plan was agreed and would be amended and published by the Clerk in due course. 
12. CCC’s Consultation on the plan to manage flood risk in our communities of high risk

The Clerk provided paper copies of the plan relating to Ferryside (which had been emailed prior to the meeting) and County Councillor Davies spoke to the Community Council about the importance of giving feedback based on local knowledge.

The Members discussed their concerns at length and agreed that the Clerk should write to the County Council setting out the concerns raised in response to the consultation. 
13. Any Other Business
13.1  Cllr Dalton informed the Council that the planters in Llansaint and Broadway needed attention. 
13.2 Cllr Dalton informed the Council that the concrete posts near Bryn Edda were still in situ and needed to be removed. 

13.3  Cllr Dalton raised concern with the Council as some gulleys could not be cleaned in Llansaint due to cars being parked.

13.4  Cllr Dalton made the Council aware that parking in Llansaint continued to be a problem. 

13.5  Cllr Holliday informed the Council that Ms L Gibson was able to meet with members of the Council on Monday or Friday mornings. The Clerk agreed to email the Councillors re availability to attend. 
13.6  Cllr Holliday raised concern about faded road marking and overgrown road sign in the area especially near the proposed Solar Farm site. 
13.7  Cllr George asked the Clerk for an update on the dog banner; the Clerk would endeavour to get this done asap. 
13.8  Cllr George was concerned regarding speeding near Ferry Farm and felt that the speed of the road should be reduced. 
13.9  Cllr George raised concern that members of the public were no longer able to cross the stream near Rotten Pill and wondered if the NRW would consider placing two large stones to aid people crossing. 
13.10 Cllr Gibbon was pleased that the wagon left on road C2704 to Llansaint had been removed. The Clerk would contact CCC regarding the waste left behind in the layby. 
13.11 Cllr Gibbon asked the Clerk to write to two local Llansaint residents to thank them for their efforts in helping create a wildlife haven. 
13.12 Cllr Gibbon also asked the Clerk to write to Mr Thompson for his efforts in collecting litter. 
13.13 Cllr Gibbon raised concern that the pavements from Llansaint down to Penybanc were mossy and needed treatment. 
13.14 Cllr Batte raised concern that members of the public had formed a pathway from Glan Tywi onto the Orchard. The Clerk agreed to speak to the Handyman. 
13.15 Cllr Batte asked the Clerk to inform the Handyman of the rotten bench on the Cliff Path.
13.16 Cllr Batte wondered if the Probation Service might tackle the privet hedge along the Cliff Path as it was now overhanging the path. 
13.17 Cllr Batte expressed frustration that the lights in Ferry Road in Kidwelly remained in place after months of work. 
13.18 Cllr Harding requested that clear signage be placed near the public toilets once the Asset Transfer of the building took place.
13.19 Cllr Wyld raised concern about the road near Ferryside Garage where parts of the roadsides had disappeared. 
13.20 Cllr Wyld asked if a request could be made to CKs to ask if they would consider staying open later during summertime as there was nothing available in the village after 8pm. 
13.21 Cllr Stephens updated the CC on the FSEG AGM and new Chairperson. 
13.22 Cllr Stephens updated the CC on a recent meeting with Save Our Signal box (SOS). 
13.23 Cllr Stephens informed the Council that the Clerk had asked for a meeting with Network Rail to discuss the potential temporary closure of the Level Crossing in October. 
13.24 Cllr Stephens informed the Council that both the Chair and Clerk had been contacted by Dyfed Powys Police following the felling of sycamore trees on County Council land adjacent to the Cliff Path at the beginning of April. The chipping of wood onto the land had also been reported. It was understood that claims of trespass, criminal damage and theft were being investigated by the police. 
13.25 Cllr Stephens raised concern that many of the junction corners needed to be cut back due to visibility issues. 
13.26 Cllr Stephens asked the Clerk to investigate the costs involved in remotely turning on the lights at the MUGA to make it more usable during dark evenings. 
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 21:20
It was agreed that the next meeting and annual meeting would be on the 10th June 2025 in Ferryside Village Hall. 
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
