Cllr Stephens paid tribute to the former Clerk, Alan Dark, for his exemplary service to the Community Council and sent the condolences of the members to his family. 
1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from Cllr King, Cllr Holliday, Cllr Afzal and Cllr George. 
2. Declaration of Interests
County Cllr Davies - Financial Assistance (9) request from Ferryside VCP School PTA.
3. Public Participation
Ms Lucas attended the meeting to share the difficult experience of flooding as one of the residents of Glan Morfa. Ms Lucas felt that there was a lack of co-ordination of services which made it more difficult for residents to navigate the system. It was also proving difficult to find local accommodation. 
The Community Council agreed that they would look at any ways in which they could help residents with the practicalities by setting up a page on the website to provide information and investigate any possible options for local accommodation.  

4. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 7th of October 2025 – proposed by Cllr Batte and seconded by Cllr Gibbon. 
5. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign the Burial Authority minutes of the meeting held on the 17th of October 2025 – proposed by Cllr Batte and seconded by Cllr Stepehns.

The Clerk summarised what had been agreed in the BA meeting.
6. Matters Arising
6.1 Update on letter to the Deputy First Minister – the Clerk presented the letter from Fisheries in response to the letter written to the DFM. The members were frustrated with the response and asked the Clerk to respond by asking for a stakeholder meeting before the reopening of the cockle beds next year. 
6.2 Update on the meeting with CCC (Save our Sands) – the Clerk informed the Council that a spot-level topographical survey would take place on Ferryside beach and surrounding area on the 3rd of December. Cllr Harding agreed to inform landowners on the foreshore directly south of the Yacht Club that access to their land would be necessary. 
6.3 Update on the Christmas Events – the Clerk confirmed that the Ferryside Christmas Event would take place on the 28th Nov at 6.30pm. The lighting of the tree would be followed by carols. Local businesses would also be open to provide refreshments. The Llansaint Christmas Events would be held from 6pm on Sat, 6th December. Cllr Dalton agreed to ensure that Cllr Gibbon and Cllr Afzal were shown how to operate the lights before the event. Cllr Thomas would collect and erect the Christmas trees on Monday and supply the barriers. 
6.4 Update on the hedge cutting – no quotes had been received by the Clerk. 
6.5 Update on the AEDs – the Clerk informed the Council that the AED pads in Llansaint expired on the 11th November. New pads had been purchased from Primary Care at a cost of £135 plus VAT with an expiry date of August 2030. An alternative price had been sought from Amazon of £94.99 but no expiry date was available. 
6.6 Update on Heolddu Solar Farm consultation – The Clerk updated the Council that no formal response to the consultation had been agreed but the Clerk had been asked to request a site visit to further understand the water management on the land. 
6.7 Update on the historic minutes – The Clerk explained to the Council that despite trying to arrange to collect the minutes, this had been unsuccessful. It was agreed that the Cllrs would take further action to resolve the matter.

9. Financial Assistance Requests

The Clerk reminded the Council that the available Donations Budget was currently £1300. 

Ferryside VCP School PTA (swimming lesson transport) – Cllr Batte proposed a £1000 donation towards the cost of the transport; Cllr Dalton seconded this. A counter proposal was made by Cllr Wyld for a £900 donation, Cllr Harding seconded this. The £900 donation was carried by 5 votes to 2. 
Wales Air Ambulance – Cllr Gibbon proposed a £200 donation be made, Cllr Thomas seconded this.

Ferryside Classic Club (AED fundraiser) – Cllr Siddall offered her congratulations on the fundraising efforts but proposed that no donation should be given by the CC due to the pressure on the budget, Cllr Harding seconded this.  

CCC (Christmas Toy Box Appeal) – Cllr Batte proposed a £100 donation, Cllr Siddall seconded this. 
County Cllr Davies declared an interest and left the room while the discussion on the Ferryside PTA donation was undertaken.

11. Biodiversity Site Report on the Pale Field
The Biodiversity Report had been shared with the Council in advance of the meeting, but it was felt that more time was needed to consider the report. This would be added to the December Agenda for further discussion. 
12. Matters arising from the recent flooding.
The flooding was discussed as part of the Public Participation. 
13. Third Corner of the Car Park (opposite the school)

The Clerk informed the Council that part of the corner had been cleared by the Probation Service, but a decision needed to be reached on what the corner could be used for. 

Cllr Thomas proposed a Christmas tree be planted in the area to be more sustainable in the future, this was seconded by Cllr Harding.
It was agreed that Cllr Thomas would look at options for planting a Christmas tree in the corner. 

14. Any Other Business
14.1  Cllr Harding informed the Community Council that the RTYC would be introducing barriers to limit the vehicular access to the area leading to Tommy Dodd by the end of the year. The CC noted this but requested that the public be provided with a clear explanation for the decision. 
14.2  County Cllr Davies informed the Council that public notices have been placed in Ferryside Car Park by CCC regarding the charges to be introduced. 
14.3  Cllr Gibbon requested that the County Cllrs liaise with the landowners regarding the visibility at Panteg Square before the fence was replaced. 
14.4 Cllr Thomas raised concern regarding the areas of the Queens road that had collapsed near the Sewerage works. Cllr Thomas felt that the road needed to be closed. The Clerk agreed to report this again. 
14.5 Cllr Batte raised concern about the damage caused to the Pale Field during the recent flooding. Cllr Thomas agreed to address the matter once the field had dried out. 
14.6  Cllr Siddall asked if there had been any planning permission granted at Parc-y-Ffynnon. No one was aware of any recent planning applications.
14.7  Cllr Siddall had been asked who owned land adjacent to the Cliff Path, it was agreed that they should be advised to enquire with Land Registry. 
14.8 Cllr Batte raised concern about the road after Salem Cemetery giving way.

14.9 Cllr Stephens raised concerns from a resident of Carmarthen rd. following the fireworks. The CC agreed that the fireworks would be positioned further down the Pale Field away from the residential properties in the future. 
The Community Council agreed that the next meeting would be held on the 2nd of December 2025 in Ferryside Village Hall.
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 21:15.
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
