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St Ishmael Community Council

Draft Minutes of the Meeting held in Llansaint Welfare Hall on 12th May 2026.

1. Apologies for Absence

RESOLVED that apologies for absence be accepted from Cllr Batte and Cllr George. 
2. Declaration of Interests
Cllr Thomas and Cllr King declared an interest in item 4 (Moved from item 12 at the instruction of the Chair). 
Cllr Harding declared an interest in item 6.5
3. Public Participation
Mr Lilly, Ms Evans and Mr Thomas were in attendance from Ferryside AFC / football community. Mr Pope was in attendance from the Ferryside Rugby, Sports and Social Club. They were all in attendance to discuss the possibility of reinstating the Rugby Posts. 
Mr Lilly and Ms Evans told the Council that there was strong community support for retaining a football facility on the Pale field. They believed dual posts were the only practical option, as the pitch was the driest part of the field. Mr Pope also confirmed that dual posts would be acceptable to him. In addition, Mr Lilly urged the Community Council to consider improving the pitch through better drainage.
Cllr Afzal left the meeting during the Public Participation. 
4. Reinstatement of the Rugby Posts

Item 4 was moved from item 12 as instructed by the Chairperson. 

After discussing the proposals from Ferryside Rugby, Sports and Social Club, Cllr Harding proposed that Mr Lilly and Mr Pope source dual posts for the current pitch, subject to agreement with the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Dalton. All were in agreement, with one abstention.
It was further agreed that contributions from all parties, including the Community Council, should be explored alongside grant funding from organisations such as Sport Wales. The existing football posts will remain in place until the dual posts are installed.
Cllr Thomas and Cllr King declared an interest and left the room during item 4. 
Mr Pope and Mr Thomas left the meeting. 

5. Minutes RESOLVED to confirm and sign minutes of the meeting held on the 14th April 2026 – proposed by Cllr Dalton and seconded by Cllr Harding. 
County Cllr Davies joined the meeting.
6. Matters Arising
6.1 Update on Handyman Works – The Clerk provided a breakdown of the work and costs of the Handyman materials (£168.91) for the Council. The Council were satisfied with the work and the costs incurred. 
6.2 Update on Pale Field and other works – The Clerk confirmed that Wenallt Spraying had cut the Pale Field twice during April / May (at the higher price to include the football pitch) and had cut the Bridleways once in May.  Mr Evett had provided a quote for grading and harrowing the area beneath the Pitch, to improve the surface in advance of sports day, at a cost of £250 plus VAT. Cllr King proposed the quote be accepted, this was seconded by Cllr Siddall. Cllr Thomas agreed to ensure the pitch was marked out to make cutting easier for the contractor. Cllr Thomas also agreed to meet Mr Evett regarding work on the bridleways.  
6.3 Update on Salem Cemetery – The Clerk confirmed that Salem Cemetery grass had been cut in April and May by Mr Pugh. The BA Chair was satisfied with the work carried out. 
6.4 Update on CKs crates – The Clerk confirmed that the crates had been moved. 
6.5 Update on RTYC barriers – The Clerk updated the Council on further correspondence from Ms Annett. The Council asked the Clerk to respond informing Ms Annett to directly contact RTYC and the CCC Enforcement Team for further clarification / information required. 

Cllr Harding left the room during the discussion. On returning to the meeting, Cllr Harding informed the Council that the barriers were ready and would be in situ soon. This was noted. 
6.6 Update on Fisheries Meeting – The Clerk reminded the Council that Cllr Stephens and the Chair would be attending a meeting with Fisheries on the 14th May. Cllr Stephens would also meet with Llansteffan & Llanybri Community Council and Laugharne Township Community Council on the 13th May. 
6.7 Update on Internal Audit – The Clerk confirmed that the Accounts had been delivered to Mr Jones for the Internal Audit. 
6.8 Update on Ferryside Village Hall – The Clerk confirmed that a new committee had been formed. An email had been sent by the Clerk asking if the rental arrangements with the CC were acceptable and to inform them of the availability of a grant. 
6.9 Update on the Portway turning – The Clerk informed the Council that Mr D Evans had arranged for the junction to be strimmed. Mr Evans had indicated he was happy to meet with the CC to discuss any further work. The Clerk agreed to facilitate an onsite meeting with Cllr Gibbon and Cllr Thomas.

PL/10809 - Construction of a slurry lagoon and associated works - Penallt, Ferry Road, Kidwelly. Cllr Wyld proposed that an objection be lodged due to concern regarding the placement of the slurry lagoon compromising the suitable disposal of waste (GP1 k), this was seconded by Cllr King.

It was also agreed that the banner on the MUGA should be improved and replaced as the original banner had gone missing.

14.2  Cllr Thomas raised concern regarding the large pothole near Bryn Eryl. 
14.3  Cllr Thomas asked the Clerk about any further information about work on the Queens Road. 
14.4  Cllr Thomas reported the dips in the road near Blossom Farm. 
14.5  Cllr Thomas reported a pothole near Tir Bach. 
14.6  Cllr Dalton told the Council that Llansaint Welfare Hall were selling annual lottery tickets to support the Hall. Anyone wishing to purchase a ticket should contact Llansaint Welfare Hall directly.  
14.7 The Clerk informed the Council that Ms Burgess suggested producing a tourist map of the area to help visitors locate local amenities. Anyone interested should contact the Clerk.
14.7  Cllr Holliday informed the members that the Neighbourhood Policing and Protection Team would be in Calon Y Fferi from 10am-12 on the 13th May. 
14.8  Cllr Holliday also told the Council that the play “White Lies” would be performed at Ferryside Village Hall on the 1st June. Tickets were available online. 
The Community Council agreed that the next meeting would be held on the 2nd June 2026 at Ferryside Village Hall.
