Draft Minutes of the Meeting held in Ferryside Village Hall on 18th June 2026.

1. Apologies for Absence

Apologies were accepted from Cllr P Stephens.  
2. Declaration of Interests

No declarations of interest were made.
3. Public Participation
It was noted that no members of the public were in attendance on this occasion. 
4. Update on the Current Situation
4.1 Cemetery Meeting - The Burial Authority (BA) were hoping to meet with Mr G Williams in the coming weeks for further advise and potential training in relation to the Cemetery. Another BA Meeting may be required following this. 
4.2 Internment – the Clerk made the BA aware of the details of the internment on the 3rd July and would request further details from Autumn Leaf on the particulars.  It was agreed that the Clerk ask Mr Pugh to cut the grass and ask the handyman to weed and sweep the main path prior to the internment. 
4.3 Letter from Ungoed Thomas & King Ltd (UT&K) – The Clerk had received a letter from UT&K to confirm that the title for Salem Cemetery had been registered by the Land Registry.  A copy of your title as registered with Title Number CYM894886 was filed with the Burial Register. All relevant information regarding the property and its title was recorded at the Land Registry. It was noted that an A3 fireproof box was needed for storage.  
4.4 Risk Assessment – Cllr Batte and the Clerk had carried out a risk assessment at the Cemetery prior to the meeting. All concerns were noted. 
Two areas of concern were discussed:
Glass jars being used to place flowers on graves – A broken glass jar was removed from the Cemetery. A summary of the Cemetery rules should be displayed at the Cemetery Noticeboard as soon as practically possible.  
A wooden cross placed out of line with other graves – Cllr Batte agreed to speak to the family regarding the trip hazard being caused. A simple adjustment in position would rectify the issue.  
5. Review of Risk Assessment and Burial Authority Policies
Risk Assessment – it was agreed that some minor amendments to the Risk Assessment were required.
Regulations Appertaining to Salem Cemetery – it was agreed that some minor amendments to the Regulations were required. 
Memorial Safety Policy – it was agreed that further discussion on the details should be agreed once a meeting with Mr G Williams had been held. 
Burial Authority Terms of Reference – it was agreed that the Terms of Reference were satisfactory. 
6. Salem Cemetery Works
Gates - The Clerk update the BA that one of the gates at the Cemetery had been painted and the other gate would be painted when the weather permitted. The Clerk would ask the handyman to address this before the next internment. 
Noticeboard – It was agreed that a small noticeboard would be recommended for purchase at the next CC meeting. This would contain information regarding the Rules of the Cemetery and safety warnings. Along with information regarding donations. 
Signs – A safety sign would be purchased for the gate as soon as possible and other safety signs would be purchased following advice. 
Trees – It was agreed that the trees above the Memorial Garden would need to be cut back in the Autumn. The Clerk would get quotes from local Arborists. 

Risk Assessment of the Memorial Stones – It was agreed that further advice would be sought from Mr G Williams, the insurance and ICCM regarding training options. 
7. Update on Current Financial Situation.
The Clerk presented the Burial Authority with the financial data for Salem Cemetery since April 2025, this would continue to be reviewed at the BA Meetings. It was noted that this would also be reviewed every three months as part of the CC Quarterly Budget Review. 
There being no other business, the meeting closed at 14:05.
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
